	Any physician wanting novel H1NI influenza vaccine must get it from the Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS). The vaccine is free, but will not be available through the normal vaccine-purchasing and distribution process.

All physicians must first register online with DSHS and complete a questionnaire by Sept. 11 to obtain the vaccine. Physicians must be able to estimate the number of office personnel and patients in each age and risk category that are to be vaccinated.

DSHS will provide additional information on ordering the vaccine once the physician has registered and H1N1 vaccine is available.

DSHS also will staff a helpline to answer vaccine questions. The number is (800) 252-9152.
